INSANE KUSTOMZ BIG AIR CHALLENGE 

CONTEST FORMAT
FORMAT

The contest will consist of one open division where all wakeboarders attempt to perform their biggest and best tricks using the Insane Kustomz Big Air Kicker.  Riders will be pulled by boat at the Insane Kustomz Big Air Kicker for a total of 3 attempts.  Riders must designate a boat speed, line length, and whether they want a driver’s left or right hand approach to the kicker.  Only landed tricks will count as either the best trick or biggest air.

BEST TRICK

The best trick will be determined by 2 judges who will subjectively determine which trick they believe to the most technical, stylish, well executed trick.  The Best Trick can also qualify for the biggest air.  Technical refers to how difficult a trick is based on the number of spins, flips, and difficulty of the grab.  Style refers to how good a trick looks based on the fluidity of movement, quality of grab, and overall impression.  Execution refers to whether the rider landed the trick cleanly as opposed to dragging in the water or reverting around on the landing. 

BIGGEST AIR

The biggest air will be subjectively determined by the judges based on height and distance.  The biggest air must be landed and ridden out to qualify.  In the event of a tie overall impression of the air will be used to determine a winner.  A grabbed glide would win over a straight air of similar size.  The biggest air can also qualify as the best trick.

ENTRY FEES
Entry will be $30 per competitor.

Entry will be $15 for any competitor also riding in the boat portion of the Riptank Open.

SAFETY

The kicker will be constructed in accordance with the standards observed at cable wake park facilities.  All competitors must wear a flotation device and a helmet.  The boat speed will be capped at 23 mph.  No riders competing in beginner or youth divisions may enter the Insane Kustomz Big Air Challenge.  All riders are subject to being denied entry based sobriety, or skill observed from the boat portion of the Riptank Open.  Double cuts are not allowed.  The rider may start their cut no further than the inside of the wake furthest from the kicker.  The dirver will cut the throttle if a double cut is attempted.
PRIZES

There will be 2 and only 2 prizes awarded.  The Best Trick will receive a $300 check from Riptank Boardshop.  The Biggest Air will receive a $300 check from Riptank Boardshop.  The same competitor can win both prizes for a total of $600!
